This appliance is not intended for use by
person(s) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities. Person(s) who
lack experience and knowledge, unless
given proper supervision or instruction
by someone responsible for their safety,
are advised against operating it. Children
should be supervised at all times to
ensure that they do not play with the
appliance, never leave the appliance
running unattended.

The safety standards of Electrolux
electrical appliances are in keeping

with the recognised rules of technology
and the laws governing the safety

of appliances. Prior to operating this
appliance please familiarise yourself with
the following safety instructions.

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Read all instructions and use the
appliance only for its intended purpose.
This vacuum cleaner is for household
use only.

General Safety Tips

e To protect against electric shock, do
not immerse the electrical cord, plug
or the appliance in water or other
liquids. Do not expose the appliance
to rain or use it outdoors.

e Store the appliance away from
sources of high heat. When the
motor overheats, the appliance will
automatically power off. If this
occurs, switch off the appliance and
wait for a few minutes before
switching on again.

e An extension electrical cord may be
used provided that it has a higher
rating than the appliance. Please
refer to the information provided on
the appliance’s rating plate or consult
your nearest authorized Electrolux
Service Centre.

e Do not operate the appliance with
a damaged electrical cord or plug.
If the electrical cord is damaged
it must be replaced by returning
the product to an authorised
Electrolux service centre or similar
qualified person to avoid a hazard.
Damage to the cleaner cable will not
be covered by the warranty.

Never Vacuum
e |n wet areas.

e (Close to flammable gases,
combustible substances, etc.

e Without a cartridge filter (this may
damage the cleaner) and without
the dust container. A safety device
is fitted which prevents the cover
to close without the filter. Do not
attempt to force to close the cover.

e Sharp objects.

e Fluids. (This can cause serious
damage to the machine.)

e Hot or cold cinders, lit cigarettes
butts, etc.

e Fine dust from plaster, concrete or
ash for example.

The above can cause serious damage to
the motor, damage which is not covered
by the warranty.

Operation

e Before plugging or unplugging any
part or accessory, please switch off
the appliance. Do not tug the
electrical cord to remove the plug
from the wall socket. Always remove
the plug from the wall socket before
any form of user maintenance or
cleaning. Do not handle the plug with
wet hands.



e Never pull or lift the vacuum cleaner
by the cable. Keep the electrical
cord away from heat, oil, sharp
edges and rough or hot surfaces.

e Ensure that the dust container and
the filters are in place before use.
To prevent any reduction in air flow,
ensure that all vents in this appliance
are kept free from blockage. Do not
insert any objects into these vents.

e Please take extra care when
vacuuming staircases.

e A practical parking slot makes
things easier when pausing during
cleaning and minimize the risk
of breakage. The parking slot
makes it easier to move and store
the vacuum cleaner in an upright or
horizontal position.

Modifications & Repair

e [tis dangerous to make modifications
to the appliance. Use only
accessories recommended
by Electrolux.

e The vacuum cleaner should only
be repaired and/or serviced by an
authorized Electrolux Service Centre.
Genuine Electrolux spare parts
should be used at all times. Under no
circumstances should the customer
attempt to repair the vacuum cleaner.
Failure to comply with this may
render the warranty void.

Important!

This vacuum cleaner must only be
connected to a power supply whose
voltage and frequency comply with
the specifications given on the
appliance rating plate.

Quick Guide

BEFORE STARTING

e On first removing the product from its
packaging, check for any damages.

e (Check that the dust container and
the filters are in place. Never operate
the cleaner without the dust
container installed.

e Always remove the plug from the
power supply before fitting or
removing any accessories.

ASSEMBLING THE
VACUUM CLEANER

Connecting dustcup subassembly

e Align the mark on the handle with the
mark on the top cover, and fit the
cover into the cup.




e When the mark on the top cover
and the mark on the middle of
the cup are lined up completely, the
dust cup assembly is correctly fitted.

e |nsert the hose until the catch
clicks to engage (press the catch to
release the hose.)

e Attach the extension tubes or
telescopic tube (only on certain
models) to the hose handle.

e Fit the extension tube to the
floor noozle.

Instruction for Use

SWITCHING ON

Extend the cord and plug it into the
wall socket. A yellow mark on the
power cable shows the ideal cable
length. Don’t extend the cable beyond
the red mark.

e Press the On/Off button to switch
the unit on. To stop, press the
button again.

On/Off switch

e To retract the cord, switch off the
appliance and unplug it from the
wall socket. The vacuum cleaners
has an integrated cord winder.

To rewind the cable press the foot
pedal gently and guide the cord by
one hand, this will prevent it striking
you or damaging the cleaner.

ACCESSORIES

Use the appropriate accessory
according to the object(s) to be cleaned:

Crevice nozzle
For corners, between cushions and
difficult-to-reach places.

Dusting brush
For furniture, venetian blinds, books,
lamp shades and shelves.

Flat Nozzle

The Flat Nozzle is designed to reach
under furniture, sofas, beds and hard
to reach areas

Adjustable Nozzle*
Can be used on both cleaning of
carpets and hard floors.

Hard Floor

The combination floor nozzle can

be set for hard floors or carpets.
Press the foot operated toggle

lever on the floor nozzle to select the
desired setting. When the floor nozzle
is set for hard floors, the bristles

will extend beyond the base of the
floor nozzle. When the floor nozzle

is set for carpets, the bristles will

be retracted.

Maintenance

EMPTYING THE DUST CONTAINER

Note: Before removing the dust
container, switch off the appliance
and disconnect the flexible hose.

Remove the dust cup by pushing the
open buttons on the dust container
handle. Remove the content of the
dust cup by pushing the opening
button. The dust container is a
detachable unit. Hold the base of the
dust cup with one hand and open
the dust container by pushing the
opening button with the other hand.



To close the dust container,ensure
that hinge is securely fasten before
you locked the cover.

Replace the dust container on the
cleaner.

Replace the dust container, always
operate the appliance with the dust
container properly installed.

REPLACING AND CLEANING
THE HEPA FILTER

Filter for air-inlet should be cleaned
at least twice a year or when it
becomes visible solid.

Always operate the cleaner with
filters to avoid reduced suction or
motor damage.

Remove the dust container as
described in the previous section.

There are two pre-motor filters

in this vacuum cleaner, a spongy
grey protection filter, and the
framed filter.

Remove the filter frame from the
container by pulling on the release
tab on the top right side of the filter
frame. Remove the grey protection
filter by simply pulling it loose from
the container.

Tap the filter face down on a flat
surface covered with a sheet

of paper. This will dislodge
excessive residue from the filter.
Dispose of the cover sheet with the
dust residue. Gently beat the grey
protection filter in an open air space
to properly dislodge any dust.

If necessary both the HEPA filter and
grey protection filter can be washed
under a tap with cold water. Always
wash the filter from the underside, do
not scrub of use cleaning agents on
the filter. Do not use a washing
machine to wash the filter.



e Air dry both the filters for 24 hours to
ensure it is completely dry before
reusing. Avoid direct sunlight or
extreme drying conditions. Do not
use hair dryer to dry the filters.

e Refit the grey protection filter by
aligning it with the dust container
and sitting it in place, then fit the
filter in frame by aligning the frame
with the dust container and simply
sliding it into place.

e \When fitted correctly a safety device
will allow the dust container to fit
back into the dust container only if
the filter is properly installed. If dust
container do not fit into the dust
compartment do not force it and
check if filter is properly installed.

e |[f either of the filters appear damaged
do not re use them.

CHANGING THE EXHAUST FILTER

e Open the filter grill. Remove the
exhaust filter. Rinse it under tap
water and dry it completely. Put the
filter back into the cleaner. Close the
filter grill.

How To Store
Your Vacuum

1. Choose a storage location that is
both safe and dry.

2. Depending on the space available,
you can choose to store it in an
upright or horizontal position using
the parking slots.

3. Be careful not to trap, twist or tie the
electrical cord. Wind it.

4. Keep the extension tubes, nozzles
and hose together to avoid
misplacing them.

Disposing Your Vacuum

PACKAGING MATERIAL

The packaging materials are
environmentally-friendly and can be
recycled. The plastic components are
identified by markings, e.g. >PE<,
>PS<. Please dispose of the packaging
materials in the appropriate container at
the community waste disposal facilities.
