SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

e Read all the instructions and only
use the appliance for its intended
purpose.

e The appliance must be switched off
before plugging or unplugging it from
the wall socket. Do not pull on the
electrical cord to remove the plug
from the wall socket.

e Always remove the plug from the
wall socket before attempting
any form of user maintenance or
cleaning, as specified in this booklet.

e Do not handle the plug with wet
hands.

e Do not operate the appliance with
a damaged electrical cord or plug.
If the electrical cord is damaged
it must be replaced by returning
the product to an authorised
Electrolux service centre or similar
qualified person to avoid a hazard.

e |f the appliance has malfunctioned
or been damaged in any manner
return the appliance to the nearest
authorised Electrolux service centre
for examination, repair or adjustment.

e Do not carry or drag the appliance
by the electrical cord.

Keep the electrical cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges and rough
or hot surfaces and do not run the
appliance over the cord.

Hold onto the plug when rewinding
the electrical cord to prevent the plug
from whipping or hitting hard against
the appliance.

An extension electrical cord may be
used provided that it has a higher
rating than the appliance. Please
refer to the information provided on
the appliance’s rating plate or
consult your nearest authorized
Electrolux service centre.

To protect against electric shock do
not immerse the electrical cord, plug
or the appliance in water or other
liquids.

Do not expose the appliance to rain.
Do not use the appliance outdoors.

Never leave the appliance running
unattended.

This appliance is not intended for
use by person (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or lack of
experience and knowledge, unless
they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning use of the
appliance by a person responsible
for their safety.

Children should be supervised to
ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

Store the appliance away from high
heat sources.

automatically. If this occurs, press
the on off button and wait for a few
minutes before switching on again.

e Extra care should be taken when
vacuuming staircases.

e |tis dangerous to alter the
specifications or modify the vacuum
cleaner, only use accessories
recommended by Electrolux.

e Under no circumstances should the
customer attempt to repair the
vacuum cleaner.

Instructions For Use

e Check that the dustbag S-bag® is in
place.

e |nsert the hose until the catches click
to engage. (Press catches inwards
to release)

e Connect the metal extension tube*
by pushing and twisting together or
extend the telescopic tube* to desired
length. Attach the tube to the hose
handle and floor nozzle by pushing
and twisting together. (Twist and pull
apart to dismantle)



e By moving the suction control glider,

e Extend the cable and connect to
mains. The cleaner is fitted with a
cable rewind, ensure cable is not
twisted before use.

DUSTBAG SAFETY

To avoid damaging the cleaner do not
use it without a dustbag S-bag®.

A safety device is fitted which prevents
the cover from closing without a dustbag
S-bag®. Do not attempt to force the
cover shut. For peak performance the
dustbag S-bag® must be changed

when full. If the dustbag S-bag® should
accidentally get broken in the cleaner,
take the cleaner to an Electrolux Service
Centre for cleaning. Check the dustbag
S-bag® regularly and replace when
necessary. The dustbag indicator
window will gradually turn red when filling
and completely red when full. To check
the dustbag S-bag®, the cleaner must
be switched on, with all attachments
connected and off the floor. The dustbag
indicator may signify that the S-bag® is
blocked (occasionally caused by very
fine dust) which will cause loss of suction
and may result in overheating. If this
occurs change the dustbag S-bag® even
if it is not full.

REPLACING THE DUSTBAG S-BAG®
The dustbag S-bag® must be replaced
latest when the indicator window is
completely red. Read with the nozzle
lifted up.

e QOpen the lid.

e Remove the dustbag holder.

e Pull the cardboard to remove the
dustbag S-bag® from the grooves.
This automatically seals the dustbag
S-bag® and prevents dust from
leaking out.

¢ Insert a new dustbag S-bag® by
pushing the cardboard to the end
of the grooves in the holder, you will
feel a “click ”. Reposition the holder
and close the cover.

How To Store
Your Vacuum

1. Choose a storage location that is
both safe and dry.

2. You can store it in the vertical or
horizontal position, depending on
the space available.

3. The vacuum comes with an onboard
tool coupling for storing the floor
nozzle according to the position
chosen, slide the parking clip onto
one of the two parking positions on
the cleaner, at the rear or underneath
on the base.

4. Be careful not to trap, twist or tie the
electrical cord; wind it.

5. Keep the tubes, nozzles and hose
together to avoid losing them.
