SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

This appliance is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack
of experience and knowledge, unless they
have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a person
responsible for their safety.

The vacuum cleaner features double insulation
and does not need to be earthed.

Children should be supervised to ensure that
they do not play with the appliance.

Never vacuum:

* Inwet areas.

e Close to ammable gases, etc.

e Without a dust bag / cartridge filter (this
may damage the cleaner). A safety device
is fitted which prevents the cover to close
without a dust bag / cartridge filter. Do not
attempt to force cover to close.

e Sharp objects.

e Fluids (this can cause serious damage to
the machine).

e Hot or cold cinders, lit cigarette butts, etc.

e Fine dust from plaster, concrete, or or ash,
for example.

The above can cause serious damage to the

motor —damage which is not covered by the

warranty.

Electrical cable precautions:

e If the supply cord is damaged, it must be
replaced by the manufacturer, it's service
agent or similary qualified person in order
to avoid a hazard. Damage to the cleaner
cable will not be covered by the warranty.

e Never pull or lift the vacuum cleaner by the
cable.

e Disconnect the plug from the wall socket
before cleaning or maintaining the vacuum
cleaner.

e Regularly check that the cable is not
damaged. Never use the vacuum cleaner if
the cable is damaged.

All service and repairs must be carried out by

an authorised Electrolux service centre. Always

keep the vacuum cleaner in a dry place.
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BEFORE STARTING

1 Check the dust container is in place.

2 Insert the hose until the catches click to
engage (press the catches to release the
hose).

3 Attach the extension tubes* or telescopic
tube* to the hose handle and nozzle by
pushing and twisting together. (Twist and
pull apart to dismantle.)

4 Extend the electric cable and connect it to
the mains. The vacuum cleaner is fitted
with a cable winder. Once the electric
cable has been extended, it stays in that
position.

To rewind the cable, press the cord
rewinder pedal. The cable will then rewind.

5 Never operate the cleaner without the dust
container installed.

The dust container must be emptied if the
window of the dust container indicator
changes into red when the cleaner is
operating at maximum power and the
nozzle is raised from the floor.

6 Start the vacuum cleaner by pressing the
power button. Stop the vacuum cleaner by
pressing once again.

* Depending on the model
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GETTING THE BEST RESULTS
Use the nozzles as follows:

Speedy Clean : use for all kind of floor(7)

*Wooden floors: Use the parquet nozzle* (8).

Upholstered furniture and fabrics: Use the
upholstery nozzle* (9) for sofas, curtains,
lightweight fabrics etc.

Use the dusting brush (10) for removal of
dust coverage on furniture and slatted blinds.

Crevices, corners, etc.: Use the crevice nozzle*

(11).

* Depending on the model
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REMOVING THE CONTENTS OF THE
DUST CONTAINER.

Always operate the cleaner with the dust
container installed.

14. Remove the dust container by pressing in
the 2 grey buttons on the dust container lid.

15. Remove the contents of the dust container
by pressing the grey button on the bottom
of the container.

16. Close the dust container trapdoor lid until it
clicks shut.

17 Replace the dust container by placing it
base first into the cleaner. Press down until
it clicks into place.

18 Lock the dust container in place by pushing
down on the handle until it clicks into place.

DISMANTLING THE DUST CONTAINER.

To ensure there is no restriction of airflow
and optimal suction power, it is important
to check the dust container for blockages.

19. There are 2 clips on the top part of the
dust container, one above the handle on
the front and one on the back. Release
these clips and lift the top part of the dust
container assembly from the clear dust bin.

20. Inspect inside and around the grey central
filtration assembly. Be sure to remove any
obstructions that may be stuck in or on the
assembly.

21. Re-assemble the dust container by placing
the central filtration assembly back into the
dust container bin and securing the front
and rear clips.

CLEANING AND REPLACING THE
MOTOR PROTECTION FILTER.

22. Remove the dust container as previously
described.

23. Refer to the image for where to find the
motor protection filter. Lift the top plastic
cover from its position and pull the filter
from its position.

To clean the filter rinse under cold water
and be sure to air dry for at least 24 hours
before placing it back in the vacuum
cleaner.
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CLEANING AND REPLACING THE MAIN
HEPA FILTER.

24. Remove the dust container as previously
described.

25. Refer to the image to locate the hepa filter
cover latch. Press down on the filter cover,
release the latch and lift it from the vacuum
cleaner.

26. Tilt the filter on a diagonal angle and lift it
from the vacuum cleaner. Tap the hepa
filter face down on a flat surface covered
with a sheet of paper. This will help
dislodge excessive residue from the filter.

27. If necessary the hepa filter can be washed
under a tap with cold water. Always wash
the filter from the underside, or use
cleaning agents on the filter.

28. Air dry the hepa filter for 24 hours to ensure
it is completely dry before re-using it.

29. Re-fit the hepa filter by inserting it on a slight

diagonal angle into the vacuum cleaner.

0. Replace the hepa filter cover by inserting

the bottom 2 tabs first, and then push the
filter cover down until it clicks into place.
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CLEANING THE HOSE AND NOZZLE

The vacuum cleaner stops automatically if the
nozzle, tube, hose or filters become blocked
and when the dust container is full. In such
cases, disconnect from mains and allow to
cool for 20-30 minutes. Clear blockage and/or
replace filters, empty the dust container and
restart.

Tubes and hoses

31 Use a cleaning strip or similar to clear the
tubes and hose.

32 It may also be possible to remove the
obstruction in the hose by squeezing it.
However, be careful in case the
obstruction is caused by glass or needles
caught inside the hose.

Note: The warranty does not cover damage
caused to the hose while cleaning it.

Cleaning the floor nozzle

33 Be sure to frequently clean the
combination floor nozzle. Use the hose
handle to clean the nozzle.

TROUBLESHOOTING

The vacuum cleaner does not start

e Check that the cable is connected to the
mains.

e Check that the plug and cable are not
damaged.

e Check for a blown fuse.

The vacuum cleaner stops

e Check whether the dust container is full. If
so, empty it.

e |s the nozzle, tube or hose blocked?

e Are the filters blocked?

Water has entered the vacuum cleaner

It will be necessary to replace the motor at an
authorised Electrolux service centre. Damage to
the motor caused by the penetration of water is
not covered by the warranty.
